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GOSPEL MEDITATION

A friend of mine is a young priest who teaches 
high school physics at a Catholic boys' prep 
school. Like many today, the boys often think 
science and religion are enemies. So, he delights 
in their raised eyebrows when he reminds them 
his first full-time job as a priest was to be an 
astrophysicist. He cataloged the size, shape, and 
matter of distant stars. He tells them, "Science 
gave me more love for God, not less." 
 
The Magi were something like scientist-
astronomers. Like today's scientists, they 
employed discplined methods of discovering 
dependable patterns in the world. Their rigorous 
commitment to the truth lef them to the joy of 
discovering Jesus. Their love for knowledge leads 
them to worship the Source of all knowledge. 
Luke says of them, "They were overjoyed at seeing 
the star."

We may see the universe as cold and empty and 
feel sad. But why should we do that? The Magi, 
like my priest-friend, show us there is another way 
to experience the world. We use our intelligence 
to discover the beautiful patterns in the world 
- in mathematics, physics, astronomy, biology, 
neuroscience, and so on - and allow this to lead 
us to greater love for God. So, my fellow Magi: the 
world needs us to be overjoyed at finding God in 
science and, finally and fully, in Jesus.

JUST THE FACTS, MA’AM
 
If you are as old as I am, you would recognize a famous line from Sgt. Friday, 
a character in one of the earliest police shows on TV, and radio before that 
– Dragnet.  What is implied here is that facts are important.  So here are a 
few facts in the form of definitions that the Immigrant & Refugee Ministry 
Committee (IRM) of Old St. Pat’s deals with every day.
 

MIGRANT:  A person who moves from one place to another, especially in order to find work or 
better living conditions.  Example:  African Americans who left the south for northern industrial 
cities after the Civil War 

IMMIGRANT:  A person who comes to live permanently in a country foreign to them.  
Example:  Irish, Poles, Italians, Mexicans, Nigerians, etc., who came to the US to work and stayed 

REFUGEE:  A person who has been forced to leave their country in order to escape war, persecution, or a natural 
disaster.  Example:  Syrians, Afghans, Jews 

ASYLUM-SEEKER:  A person who has left their home country as a result of political regime changes inimical 
to their point of view or safety and is seeking asylum (refuge) in another.  They are subject to a ban on seeking 
employment in the US until their status is clarified.  Example:  Some Cubans who left when Fidel Castro took over 
could have been called asylum-seekers, as are the Venezuelans arriving in the US today.
 
THE UNDOCUMENTED:  A status that could apply to any of the above and that became more commonly used 
in the late 20th and early 21st century in the US in the face of increases of non-European, non-white arrivals
 
Note:  Refugees who enter the destination country, may do so with a kind of pre-approved status and as though 
they were expected.  Whereas, asylum-seekers tend to arrive without pre-approval in their destination country, 
in the hope of an eventual welcome. Unfortunately, they generally experience a long period before they can 
get the more acceptable status of refugee, get a Social Security number, and can thus, legally work. Due to that 
length of time, the need to eat & put a roof over their heads, drives the need to seek work from whoever will hire 
them – off the books, under the table, or whatever of similar phrases might be used.

TYSHENA CAGE is a North Lawndale native and Cafe Manager in our beelove café, where she supervises 
café staff, and serves café meals and beverages to guests. Ty has worked at our café since December 2021 and enjoys 
serving guests and engaging with the community.

On June 5th, 2022, Ty was relaxing at home in her apartment when she started smelling smoke and hearing popping 
noises. She opened the door to her back porch to see it engulfed in flames. Ty grabbed a bag and rushed down to the 
other levels of her duplex, and worked to evacuate everyone out of her apartment, including a children’s birthday party 
and an older tenant who lived alone in a basement unit. Everything in the apartment was destroyed, and Ty was left with 
only her car, her purse with her wallet and phone, and the clothes on her back. She was supported by NLEN and the café, 
which ensured that she could return to work after she had taken time to get back on her feet and process what she had 
experienced.
 
Support from Old St. Pat’s was critical in assisting Ty secure safe housing. OSP paid for the security deposit for her new 
apartment, and connected her to other organizations who could assist her as she furnished her new space. Ty is now back 
at work, settling into her new apartment, and is continuing to work on recovering from an intense summer.
 
Ty is grateful for all the support she has received and emphasizes the importance of acting in the moment to ensure 
others are safe, valuing lives over material possessions, and always reaching out to the community for support and 
assistance.

Saint Angela of Foligno
Saint of the Day for January 8, 2023
 

Saint Angela of Foligno’s story

Some saints show marks of holiness very early. Not Angela! 
Born of a leading family in Foligno, Italy, she became 
immersed in the quest for wealth and social position. As a wife 
and mother, she continued this life of distraction.

Around the age of 40, she recognized the emptiness of her 
life and sought God’s help in the Sacrament of Penance. Her 
Franciscan confessor helped Angela to seek God’s pardon 
for her previous life and to dedicate herself to prayer and the 
works of charity.

Shortly after her conversion, her husband and children died. 
Selling most of her possessions, she entered the Secular 
Franciscan Order. She was alternately absorbed by meditating 
on the crucified Christ and by serving the poor of Foligno as a 
nurse and beggar for their needs. Other women joined her in a 
religious community.

At her confessor’s advice, Angela wrote her Book of Visions 
and Instructions. In it she recalls some of the temptations she 
suffered after her conversion; she also expresses her thanks to 
God for the Incarnation of Jesus. This book and her life earned 
for Angela the title “Teacher of Theologians.” She was beatified 
in 1693, and canonized in 2013.

Reflection

People who live in the United States today can understand 
Saint Angela’s temptation to increase her sense of self-worth 
by accumulating money, fame or power. Striving to possess 
more and more, she became more and more self-centered. 
When she realized she was priceless because she was created 
and loved by God, she became very penitential and very 
charitable to the poor. What had seemed foolish early in her 
life now became very important. The path of self-emptying 
she followed is the path all holy men and women must 
follow. The liturgical feast of Saint Angela of Foligno is 
celebrated on January 7.
